WATER: outside Redcliffs BP (24/7; needs boiling; sanitise hands before touching taps; bottles available).  Sumner (Hardwick and Colenso) or Mt Pleasant (Major Hornbrook Rd), both 9-4. 

Some bottled water is available at the Redcliffs InfoPoint, priority to those with no power. If your water/power is on, you should still quick-boil your water; be sparing with your flushing (check your sewer lines are intact!). More portaloos are being set up. Estimates are that all water should be on within two weeks for this part of the city (probably less, given the hard work being done!)
POWER: Orion has livened much of the flat from Sumner to McCormacks Bay. Power on in parts of Augusta St, James, Taupata, Bayview, Wakatu, Monck’s Spur. Beachville and Main Rd still without but they hope to have the city fully powered by the end of this weekend. Some small gas canisters of different sizes available at the Augusta InfoPoint; some 9kg deliveries being made.
If you don’t have power: switch off your mains, unplug your appliances – especially if leaving.
CHARGE CELLPHONES: use plug box at Redcliffs InfoPoint by Telecom generator.
CORDONED/CLIFFTOP AREAS: Enter on foot at your own risk. Avoid obvious dangers!
Raekura: currently no access, being reassessed today; likely to drop cordon back to the rest home.

Balmoral Lane: restricted access; can take things away, don’t stay too long!
Soleares: restricted access; not looking good for properties above the cliff; be quick on foot

Lemarre: unrestricted, being monitored

Clifton: open; Kinsey Tce: some reoccupation being permitted.
Taupata St (cordoned area), Egnot Heights and above: being assessed this weekend

Main Rd near Moa Bone Cave: cliff assessment under way, cordon likely to remain in place 

BUILDING INFO:
The initial assessor teams have been moving through the suburb to check houses. They report not too much damage (just one red sticker on the Augusta St flat for example).

Fletchers have a quick-response team to help if your house can be made safe for living in quickly.

TRAFFIC ROUTES: 
Bridle Path Rd: heavy vehicle access due to bridge; will be rock clearing for 2-3 weeks

Detour around Beachville Rd likely to be some time as rocks cleared, rockfall assessment.

Lyttelton Tunnel open to residents only. Ferrymead Bridge is ok for under 3.5 tonnes. 

Egnot Heights and above are cordoned off, as is most of Taupata St by the cliffs.

The roads from here to Fitzgerald Ave are bad, much congestion, also big queues at retailers. Linwood Ave can be very slow past Gloucester St. Best to avoid Avonside Dr. Head west.
PETROL: BP Redcliffs (operating on generator; thanks Warren!). BP Linwood Ave, Shell Ferry Rd, Challenge Opawa Rd  – get ice too if needed.

FOOD: Sumner Supermarket is open, has EFTPOS; Dairies in Redcliffs and Woolston have been open but variable. The Redcliffs NW will be demolished; Stanmore NW is open (but hard to get to and busy). Moorhouse Ave Countdown is open. Some canned stuff and food drops at InfoPoint.
MEDICAL: Redcliffs open 9-4, otherwise Sumner Health (Robert) operating from home: 326 6288; Cowles Stadium Field Hospital  (Pages Rd next to Supashed).
PHARMACY: Redcliffs open 9-5, otherwise Linwood Ave (opp. Eastgate), Waltham Rd
HEALTH: Pedestrians/cyclists should wear masks; a limited supply of masks & sanitiser are at the Info Point. Emergency packs are there too – wind-up radios, sanitiser, candles.
VET: Andrew, Redcliffs Vet open Sat 9-10am, otherwise 10-12. Ferrymead Vets: 384 3070

ATM: Kiwibank Woolston

RUBBISH: Dyers Rd Transfer Station is damaged/closed. Parkhouse Rd next nearest (NB Expensive! Keep receipt for insurance claim!) “Normal” street pickups scheduled. To March 4: green bin, non-recyclables, and human waste if well bagged in red bin.

HARDWARE: Mitre 10 Ferrymead, Sumner, ITM Dyers Rd, Bunnings Blenheim Rd.
EMERGENCY ACCOMMODATION: Wanted/Offered: 0800 435 700

Nearest welfare centre is Pioneer Stadium in Lyttelton St Spreydon.

REDCLIFFS SCHOOL: The earthquake bund worked, but still danger of rockfall. Buildings being assessed but OK; may relocate towards front. Cliff assessment under way. Hoping for clearance and opening the week of March 14; see www.redcliffs.school.nz for updates.
