Recovery Assistance Centre: Mt Pleasant Yacht Club, by the Ferrymead Bridge 
BUS STOP-PRESS : Number 3 bus now running from Ferrymead (Countdown bus-stop) via Ferry Rd to Fitzgerald Ave; then Moorhouse Ave to Hospital Parkside. Route 28 Lyttelton is operational but avoiding Bridle Path Rd, Martindales Rd. http://www.metroinfo.org.nz/limited-services.html

WATER: outside Redcliffs BP (24/7; needs boiling; sanitise hands before touching taps; bottles available).  Sumner (Hardwick and Colenso) or Mt Pleasant (Major Hornbrook Rd), both 9-4. parts of Balmoral and Clifton still without water. If your water/power is on, quick-boil water (necessary for next week at least). The hill reservoirs are being filled; the pipes being checked. Watch out for flooding/leaks when the water comes on -- we hope you turned your water off along with your electricity in the beginning; if need be, do it now! 
SEWERAGE: be sparing with your flushing -- check your sewer lines are intact! Rangiora Mini-loos have supplied a large batch of comfy bucket-based emergency toilets; available at the InfoPoint. These use bin liners which can be red-binned if secure; if burying, ask at the InfoPoint for the biodegradable starch-based baggies. Still trying to get more portaloos. 

Avoid contact with surface water, rain puddles. Keep washing hands or using sanitiser after toileting, pet contact or before food prep. Sanitiser is available at the InfoPoint.
POWER: The power/water map at the InfoPoint suggests most areas have water/power now, please update! Work still required on Clifton. Beachville Rd now being supplied by big generator – everyone please conserve as much electricity as you can to make sure there’s enough to go round.
Electrical Contractors Association: 0800 506 688 (chargeable against EQC claim)
CORDONED/CLIFFTOP AREAS: If a house is red-stickered, you should NOT enter. Cordons remain in place around some areas for security reassurance, but can be crossed.
Raekura Pl: The cordon has been dropped but keep out of red-stickered places.
Egnot Heights and above, Taupata/Augusta Sts, Balmoral Lane: cleared for entry.
Assessing Sumner-Lyttelton, Mt Pleasant-Heathcote (tomorrow). Clifton has roading but has been open. Kinsey Tce looks OK at the far end; some concern re the front. 

If you have geotechnical concerns (eg cracks, rockfalls), call the Council line (941 8999) and ask for geotech help. If you want to know about evacuated areas and returns, contact Civil Defense.

BUILDING INFO:
Assessor teams have been eye-balling houses. Fletchers have a quick-response team to help if your house can be made safe for living in quickly.

RUBBISH: Dyers Rd Transfer Station is now open 7am-4.30pm. Keep your receipt for your insurance claim! “Normal” street pickups scheduled. Can use green+red bins; put out human waste if well bagged in red bin. Recyclables ok in yellow bins.
TRAFFIC ROUTES: 
Main Rd: open now. From the bridge (OK for under 3.5 tonnes) to Sumner can be slow due to work on roading/pipes. Bridle Path Rd: heavy vehicle access route; will be rock clearing for 2-3 weeks. Lyttelton Tunnel open to residents only. Egnot Heights and above, Taupata St: opened to residential traffic. If heading across town, the southern routes seem to be best.
