INFO POINT: The caravan has moved on. The InfoPoint is in the small rooms behind Ray White’s (Beachville Rd, just off Main Rd). Many thanks to Fletcher, Russell, Pauline, Nigel, the Redcliffs BOT and all the helpers who have kept it running. Acute needs have lessened, but there will be discussions regarding how to maintain/strengthen the community ties that have developed. For now, please support the InfoPoint, provide information, give the helpers a hand.

Recovery Assistance Centre: Mt Pleasant Yacht Club (ignore the cones; it really is open!)
WATER: Still some dry areas in Balmoral/Egnot and Clifton. When it does come back on, watch for flooding/leaks and go easy on the usage. Everyone: keep boiling your tap water before using (including for toothbrushing)! May be another week or so before it’s OK to stop. Chlorination likely for several months more.
SEWERAGE: If portaloos have appeared on your street, please use them if at all possible. They’re trying to reduce the load on the pipes and pumping station. There are only 300 for everywhere from Huntsbury to Taylors Mistake, so don’t be surprised if you don’t have one nearby. If access is difficult or loos non-existent, you can use your toilet if you have water, but only flush when really necessary. Chemical toilets will NOT be delivered in this area; if you have sourced one, bear in mind that the nearest disposal tank is in Maces Rd (do NOT empty into the portaloos!). 
Keep washing hands or using sanitiser after toileting, pet contact or before food prep. Sanitiser is available at the InfoPoint; please bring your own containers to refill.
POWER: Supply remains fragile in this area so be sure to keep your usage to the necessary minimum. Call 03 363 9898, if your power is off and your neighbour’s is on, so they can check.
Electrical Contractors Association will do assessments: 0800 506 688 (chargeable to EQC claim).
HAZARDS: If you have geotechnical concerns (eg cracks, rockfalls), call 941 8999. If you’ve done work to remove a geotech risk, you may be able to get a red sticker reassessed. Don’t worry about tsunami – any such danger in this area will come from Chile, with 10-15 hours’ warning. (That said, if you feel a big quake of >6, it’s always prudent to CALMLY move inland or to higher areas.) Health: DON’T SURF or swim unless you really want to suffer! Taylors’ is likely to clear first, Sumner will take longer, but it will be a while, so keep out of the water until it has been tested as fit for use. Check your chimneys/flues/heaters before using. There is a total outdoor fire ban.
BUILDING INFO: Assessor teams have been eye-balling houses. Fletchers have a quick-response team to help if your house can quickly be made safe for living in.
For urgent needs (if your home is not weather-proof, secure or sanitary) call 0800 326243
RUBBISH: Dyers Rd Transfer Station open 7am-4.30pm. Keep your receipt for insurance claim. Street pickups have returned to a normal schedule.
CARS IN CBD: To register or check which carparks are being cleared: http://www.police.govt.nz
You won’t get any notifications even if registered; so keep checking the website/newspaper.
BUSES: Number 3 bus:Ferrymead (Countdown bus-stop) via Ferry Rd to Fitzgerald Ave; then Moorhouse Ave to Hospital Parkside. http://www.metroinfo.org.nz/limited-services.html  

The Sumner Shuttle is timetabled to leave Sumner 10 and 40 minutes past the hour; Mt Pleasant 25 and 55 past the hour; walk across the bridge to make connections. However, it has been very erratic with long waits, so bear that in mind, especially if you’re trying to link up with a given No.3.

FOOD: Sumner Supermarket is the nearest supermarket; Redcliffs Dairy open. New World South City (very quiet); Moorhouse Ave: Pak ’n Save, Countdown
Some cans, fruit and food drops at InfoPoint; also pet food thanks to Vet Andrew Whiteside/SPCA
Ferrymead: most of the café/food outlets are open now
Supermarket Run: Halswell New World is providing a free shuttle leaving 9am and 12 noon from the Redcliffs New World carpark; stopping for pickups at Redcliffs School and Mt Pleasant Recreation Centre; returning when passengers are back on board
