Recovery Assistance Centre: The Mt Pleasant Yacht Club one is now closed; the nearest to us is the Linwood Centre at 154 Aldwins Rd, just across from Eastgate.
COMMUNITY BRIEFING: Sunday 17 April noon at Sumner School (off Colenso/Wiggin Sts). No separate one for Redcliffs; this is likely to be very light on any local/specific information.

SEWER BREAK ON FERRY RD: There has been a major sewer collapse on Ferry Road between Charlesworth St and the tunnel roundabout. The road is closed; use Humphreys Road and Linwood Ave. It could take several weeks to make even a temporary fix because it’s 4m deep! 
SEWERAGE: This service is still under critical loading (see above item!). If you have a portaloo nearby, please use it – we all need to reduce the load on the system and waterways. If access is difficult or portaloos non-existent, use your toilet but only flush when really necessary. 
Chemical toilets will NOT be delivered east of the bridge; if you have sourced one, bear in mind that the nearest disposal tank is in Maces Rd (do NOT empty into the portaloos!). 
NB: Tell any friends in the west side of the city that they need to keep their sewerage use light too – this is a city-wide problem needing everyone’s help, not just something for easteners!
WATER: Now safe to drink without boiling. If you don’t like the taste/small of chlorine, pour it into a jug and let it stand for an hour or so.

POWER: Supply remains fragile so be sure to keep your usage to the necessary minimum, especially as we head into the colder weather and especially around 5-8pm. If you’re planning on using gas heaters, make sure they’ve been checked as safe if they’re coming out of storage.
SHUTTLE BUS: Services have been reduced and remain somewhat erratic. Now leaving Scott Park hourly from 6am until 4pm, then half-hourly until 7pm, then hourly again until 10pm. From the back of Sumner, it’s similar timing from 6:30am to 10:30pm. Weekends are once an hour throughout the day. School buses are supposed to depart Sumner 7:00/11:00 am; Scott Park 4:40/7:00 pm.  http://metroinfo.co.nz/sumner-shuttle.html
HAZARDS: If you have geotechnical concerns (eg cracks, rockfalls), call 941 8999. If you’ve done work to remove a geotech risk, you may be able to get a red sticker reassessed. Don’t worry about tsunami – any such danger in this area will come from Chile, with 10-15 hours’ warning. (That said, if you feel a big quake of >6, it’s always prudent to CALMLY move inland or to higher areas.) Health: DON’T SURF or swim unless you really want to suffer! Taylors’ is likely to clear first, Sumner will take longer. Wait for the water to be tested as clean enough, really! Check your chimneys/flues/heaters before using. There is a total outdoor fire ban. Further quakes? Research suggests we still have 2-3 mag.5 earthquakes to come over the next year, so it’s a good idea to get those errant bookcases properly fastened, blutack down any remaining ornaments etc.
BUILDING INFO: Fletchers have a quick-response team to help if your house can quickly be made safe for living in. For urgent needs (if your home is not weather-proof, secure or sanitary) call 0800 326243. They now have an office at 596 Ferry Rd, opposite the Woolston ASB, through the SRS Hair Loss Treatment door and upstairs; follow the EQC signs.
RUBBISH: Dyers Rd Transfer Station open 7am-4.30pm. Keep your receipt for insurance claim. Street pickups have returned to a normal schedule.
VALUATIONS OF CHINA: Ballantynes have a kiosk in Merivale Mall (9-6 weekdays; 10-5pm weekends) to value non-antique dinner sets, glasses, ornaments etc. $25 for up to 10 items. It’s not while-you-wait (too much demand for that) so take the items and this filled-in form with you:
